With 6 minutes gone in OT the Packers drove deep into Bears territory, but still couldn’t get into the end zone.  The Packers brought Chestor Marcol in to attempt a game winning field goal.  His attempt is blocked by Alan Page, but miraculously bounces right back into Marcol’s hands.  Marcol then ran 25 yards for the game-winning TD.

Game notes:  Eddie Lee Ivery gained 73 yards on 15 attempts after missing part of the game after collapsing in the 3rd quarter.  The Packers held Walter Payton to 65 yards rushing on 31 carries.
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
