Two of the most magnificent plays in Green Bay playoff history lifted the Packers to the heights of sheer euphoria late on an unforgettable Sunday afternoon at the Pontiac Silverdome.  George Teague’s 101-yard interception return for a TD and Sterling Sharpe’s 40-yard game-winning TD grab with under a minute to play.  This Detroit team beat the Packers, 30-20, just a week ago and they even played without all-world RB Barry Sanders, so the task of winning this game with Sanders playing seemed a little daunting.  But what a difference a week can make in football.  In this game, trailing 21-24 with 2:26 to play, the Packers would get the football back at their own 29-yard line for the decisive drive.  In 4 plays they would move the ball to the Lions’ 40-yard line.  Then the play that would turn the Packer world into a frenzy of joy.  Detroit rolled up their cornerbacks on defense to take away the short out.  Upon noticing this, the Packer receivers changed their routes into deep fades.  Favre took the snap and rolled left.  Detroit cornerback Kevin Scott noticed Favre rolling left and fell off of Sterling Sharpe who was running up the right sidelines.  Favre, who was looking for TE Ed West, noticed nothing he liked and scanned back to the right.  There he saw Sterling Sharpe on the other side of the field running all alone.  Favre then heaved the ball 75 YARDS to Sharpe, in the end zone, for the game winning TD with only 55 seconds left to play.
Game notes:  This game was full of great players, who all came up big.  Barry Sanders, who hadn’t played since Thanksgiving, rushed 27 times for 169 yards.  Sterling Sharpe would have 3 TD catches on the day and dominate the game for the Packers.  Erik Kramer completed 71% of his passes on 22 of 31 attempts for 248 yards.  Detroit would in fact dominate the stat sheet.  They had 410 yards of offense to the Packers 293, 25 first downs to 16, and Detroit’s time of possession was 35:34 to Green Bay’s 24:26.  But the only stat that counts in the final score.  The Packers defense managed to come up with some big plays when they had to.  This was the Packers first playoff victory in a non-strike season since the “Ice Bowl,” a stretch of 27 years.  The Packers would end up losing to the Dallas Cowboys, 17-27,  in the Divisional Playoff round.
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
