If Brett Favre had been playing on 2 good ankles, you would have said he was awesome.  As it was, with his left ankle badly sprained, with his mobility limited, and with the Bears sending everyone after him except the ghost of George Halas, you could say it was miraculous.  Favre threw 5 TD passes on one good leg, and the Monsters of The Midway were reduced to the status of props in Favre’s show on how to overcome adversity.  This game was a battle for the central division lead, and Favre wasn’t the only Packer showing true grit on this day.  Reggie White was also playing on a damaged knee, which may have been injured worse than Favre’s ankle.  In the end, this was one of Favre’s finest hours for the green and gold.  Nobody will question his heart after days like this, even if there are occasional questions about his head.  But when Favre is on he is almost unstoppable, even on one ankle.

Game notes:  Favre was an incredible 25-for-33 for 336 yards and 5 TDs, with no interceptions.  This was Favre’s 55th consecutive game.  He threw 2 TD passes to Edgar Bennett, 2 TDs to Robert Brooks (one was a 44 yarder), and a 1-yard TD to Dorsey Levens.
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
