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	09/11/95 Reggie White’s sack preserves win on MNF, 27-24

Reggie White, the Packers rock on defense, rescued his team, if not the season, at the most critical hour in this MNF game.  With the Packers clinging to a three-point lead after an ugly second-half performance, White sacked QB Erik Kramer, forcing him to fumble with 2 minutes left.  Wayne Simmons recovered the fumble deep in Chicago territory, all but sealing the win over the Chicago Bears before a crowd of 64,855 at Soldier Field.  This was the first time since 1983 the Packers have beaten the Bears 3 straight times.  The outcome hung in the balance with 2:40 left in the game after Ty Detmer dropped a perfect snap to ruin a 27-yard field-goal attempt giving the ball back to the Bears.  White then came up with his heroics to save the game.  The game looked like it would be a blowout in the first half as the Packers jumped out to a quick 21-0 lead on 2 breathtaking plays.  The first was an interception by strong safety Leroy Butler on a flea-flicker that looked like it would be a TD pass to Curtis Conway.  Conway was streaking down the right sidelines, but Butler was able to range over from center field and, timing his leap perfectly, snatched the ball from Conway as they tumbled to the turf at the Green Bay 1-yard line.  Three plays later Brett Favre found Robert Brooks with a perfect pass for a 99-yard TD pass on a post-corner rout that the bears cornerback bit badly on.  Chris Jacke would injure his left hamstring on the extra point, leaving Craig Hentrich with all the kicking duties.  The Packers special teams would continue to let them down in this game.  Mark Chmura’s snap on the first punt of the game for the Packers on the 5th play of the 4th quarter would result in only an 11-yard punt.  After the Bears closed the score to 27-21 Jeff Thomason permitted safety Anthony Marshall to block a punt that would go out of bounce at the Packers 2-yard line.  The Packers defense would rise to the challenge though to preserve the lead with a defensive stand from the 2-yard line that made Chicago kick a 20-yard field goal to make the score 27-24.
Game notes:  The triumph in the 149th meeting between these two rivals created a four-way tie for first place in the Central Division.  Brett Favre, who was sensational in the first half, completed 21-of-37 passes for 312 yards and 3 TDs.  He also had one interception.  Robert Brooks caught 8 passes for 161 yards and 2 TDs.  Edgar Bennett rushed 30 times for 96 yards in the game.  
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
