The Packers out-gained their guests, 349 yards to 141 yards; out-rushed them, 132 yards to 33; had 217 yards passing to 108; ran 71 plays to the visitors’ 53; and controlled the football for 38 minutes to San Diego’s 21 minutes and 22 seconds.  The offense, defense, and special teams would all chip in on the final score of this game.  Leroy Butler intercepted a Stan Humphries pass for a 90-yard TD in the 4th quarter, Desmond Howard returned a punt 65-yards to pay dirt with 5 minutes remaining in the 4th quarter, and the Packers’ offense rolled over the Chargers’ defense.  The Packers had a 28-3 lead in the 3rd quarter before the defense allowed only the 2nd TD of the 1996 season against them.  The Packers led 21-3 at the half.
Game notes:  Edgar Bennett gained 65 yards on 13 attempts.  Bennett also fumbled, on his last attempt of the game, for his first fumble in 726 attempts.  The defense registered 3 takeaways, intercepting Humphries twice and recovering one fumble.  The turnovers gave the Packers an amazing 13 takeaways just 3 games into the 1996 season.  The defensive line put heavy pressure on Humphries all game,  Reggie White and Sean Jones each sacked him twice.  Reggie White, pro football’s all-time sack leader, swelled his career total to 159.5 sacks in 171 games while Sean Jones upped his total to 110 sacks in 189 games.  Brett Favre, the league’s leading passer entering week 3 of 1996, completed 22 of 34 passes for 231 yards and 3 TDs.  The 3 TDs gave him 10 TD passes for the season and an astonishing 81 TD passes in his past 35 games.  He utilized 8 receivers in the game, with Robert Brooks having 8 receptions for 108 yards, the 12th regular-season 100-yard receiving game of his career.
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
