In a classic wildcard playoff game at chilly Lambeau Field, the Green Bay Packers beat the Seattle Seahawks on the only defensive TD to ever win a playoff game.  With the score tied at 33 and on Seattle’s 2nd possession of the OT period, Matt Hasselback read an all out Packer blitz coming and threw to his check down receiver.  Only he forgot to look before he threw the ball and a gambling Al Harris intercept the throw.  Harris then ran 52-yards, past former Packer coach Mike Holmgram, for the winning TD.  The end of regulation played out in exciting fashion as well.  Seattle tied the score with 51 seconds remaining in the 4th quarter, on Shaun Alexander’s 1-yard TD plunge.  It was Alexander’s 3rd TD of the game.  The Packers took the ensuing kickoff and got all the way down to Seattle’s 30 yard line with a little over 10 seconds remaining and one timeout.  Knowing that he would need 5 more yards for a chance to make the field goal, Ryan Longwell throws up 5 fingers towards Head Coach Mike Sherman.  The Packers elect to run a draw play, which Seattle reads perfectly and stuffs for no gain.  Longwell then comes in to attempt a game winning 47-yard field goal on the last play of regulation.  Longwell’s field goal falls just short and the game goes to OT.  The way the game was going offensively it looked like the team that won the coin flip would win the game.  Seattle would win the flip, and an elated Matt Hasselback would exclaim to the ref, “We want the ball, and we’re going to score.”  Both defenses came together though and each made a stop in the OT period.  Then Hasselback’s interception throw and the game was over.  

Game notes:  Brett Favre, as usual, thrived in the cold: 20 degrees, with a wind chill of 7.  He set a record by throwing for a TD in a 14th straight playoff game.  He would finish the day throwing for 319 yards and 2 TDs.  Matt Hasselback would finish the game with 305 yards passing, but it would have been much higher if he could have made his receivers hang onto the ball.
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
