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	12/28/03 Packers rout Denver, 31-3, and win division as Minnesota chokes in Arizona:
The biggest cheer at Lambeau Field came for a play that happened a couple of time zones away and the Packers clinch their second division title in a row.  Ahman Green reeled off a 98-yard TD run and Brett Favre completed a difficult week in which he buried his father then came back to Green Bay to lead the Packers to a 31-3 rout of the Broncos.  But it was at the 2-minute warning when the Arizona Cardinals completed an amazing last second comeback to beat Minnesota and give the Packers the NFC North title and a place in the playoffs, which the crowd exploded in sheer jubilation.  The Packers, who had little hope of playing into January only moments earlier, celebrated wildly on the sideline after their crowd broke into frenzied elation over the 4th-down miracle in Arizona.  It looked as though the Packers would miss out on the playoffs despite a 4-0 December as the Vikings built a 17-6 lead in the waning minutes over pitiful Arizona.  Then, Josh McCown threw a 28 yard TD pass to Nate Poole as time expired to rally Arizona to an 18-17 victory.
Game notes:  Ahman Green set a franchise record with 218 yards rushing and ran for 2 TDs, giving him 20 on the year breaking Jim Taylor’s franchise record.  Green ran for a team record 1,883 yards on the season.  Brett Favre was 12 of 21 for 116 yards and a TD in strong winds.  Favre finished with the most TD passes (32) in the league for a record tying 4th time.  The Broncos sat 7 starters in this game, including starting QB Jake Plummer, after clinching an AFC wild-card berth already.  
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
