The crowd of 19,856 was the smallest ever at Lambeau Field, but those who showed up were as spirited as ever (36,586 seats were empty).  On this day 15 inches of snow would fall, the wind would gust up to 35 mph, and the wind-chill factor would fall to around minus 40 degrees that night.  Perfect day for Packer football, but not for a Florida team.  While Green Bay QB Lynn Dickey and company didn’t seemed bothered by the weather the visiting Bucs couldn’t do anything in the snow.

Game notes:  Tampa Bay’s QB at the time was a young man named Steve Young, who in his later years with San Francisco would do battle many times with the Packers.  Green Bay’s coach at the time was former Packer great Forrest Gregg, who was in his 2nd year.  James Lofton would have a big day in the snow catching 6 passes for 106 yards.  The Packers offense would out gain Tampa’s in total yards, 512 yards to 62.
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
