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11/05/89 Pack’s photo finish tips the Bears, 14-13

“Majik” time at Lambeau.  For about 4 minutes time stood still at Lambeau Field.  But, after enduring 8 consecutive losses to the Bears, the Packers broke the streak for a 14-13 win.  It all started when the Packers trailing, 13-7, had the ball with a 4th and goal at the Bears’ 14-yard line with only 41 seconds remaining.  Don Majkowski would take the snap and roll to his right.  As he neared the line of scrimmage he would find Sterling Sharpe in the end zone for the game winning TD.  But wait, as the Lambeau crowd broke out in jubilation Line Judge Jim Quirk would throw a flag on the play.  Quirk ruled that Majkowski had crossed the line of scrimmage before releasing the ball.  The flag would nullify the TD and give the win to the Bears.  But wait another second, the replay booth wants to take a look at the play.  After over 4 minutes of delay and with 56,556 fans hoping and waiting, referee Tom Dooley announced that the call had been reversed.  So all it would take is for rookie Chris Jacke to make the extra point and the Packers would win.  Jacke would make the extra point to give the Packers their first victory over Chicago since 1984.  It was also Green Bay’s first win over the Bears at Lambeau since 1983.  The Packers led, 7-3, at halftime, but the Bears would add a TD and field goal in the 3rd quarter to take the lead.  It was amazing the game even got to this play for the Packers.  Here is how the 4th quarter went up till the Majkowski-to-Sharpe completion.  On the first play of the 4th quarter the Packers had the ball 1st-and-10 at the Bears 20 when Majkowski fumbled the ball when linebacker John Roper sacked him.  Linebacker Ron Rivera fell on the ball for Chicago to ruin the drive.  On the Packers next series Majik found Brent Fullwood for a 67-yard pass play down to the Chicago 23, but 2 plays later Majkowski would get intercepted by Rivera at the 10 to end another scoring chance.  Then with 4 minutes to go Majkowski would have a pass tipped at the line of scrimmage.  Bears tackle Steve McMichael leaped to grab an easy interception, but a quick play by tight end Ed West to wrestle the ball away kept possession with Green Bay.  Then again with 1:26 to play and Green Bay on the Chicago 7-yard line, Majkowski again fumbled the ball from a John Roper hit.  Green Bay center Blair Bush would fall on the ball though to keep the winning drive alive.  

Game Notes:  Green Bay held Bears running back Neil Anderson, who averaged 93.5 yards rushing per game, to just 58 yards on 15 carries in the game.  Green Bay’s coach at the time was Lindy Infante in his 2nd year.
