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	Brett Favre was a second-year quarterback with a surname some people had trouble pronouncing. But on Sept. 20, 1992, against the Bengals, Favre's legend began.

He completed a 35-yard touchdown pass with 13 seconds left to Kitrick Taylor to give the Green Bay Packers a 24-23 victory at Lambeau Field.

The man Favre could thank that afternoon is Bengals defensive line coach Tim Krumrie, who as a nosetackle knocked out Packers starter Don Majkowski in the first quarter.

''I was talking to somebody the other day from Wisconsin that's coming to the game, and I said I should've been the MVP that year when Majkowski went down,'' Krumrie said. ''They put in Brett and he beat (us.)''

Favre completed 22-of-39 passes for 289 yards and two touchdowns. He also ran six times for 27 yards, but it was not the most earth-shattering performance. He was also sacked five times, and he fumbled four times.

The Green Bay win was the first loss for coach Dave Shula and sent the Bengals on a five- game losing streak. It was also the first win for Packers coach Mike Holmgren.

''Brett was all over the place,'' Holmgren said. ''He did some things that weren't even in the game plan, but he made two of the most beautiful throws you'd want to see at the end to win the game.''
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
