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	12/27/93 Packers make playoffs and Butler invents the “Leap”
The crowd of 54, 482 celebrated the Green Bay Packers first playoff berth since the strike-shortened 1982 season.   The Packers clinched at least a wild-card entry with their finest overall performance of the 1993 season, as they pummel the Los Angles Raiders 28-0.  The game was scoreless until late in the first half.  Mike Prior returned a punt 24 yards to the Raiders’ 48 yard line.  Then Favre threw passes of 11 and 17 yards to Sterling Sharpe, which set up Edgar Bennett’s 1-yard TD run.  That would be the only score of the first half, but it wouldn’t take long for the Packers to capitalize in the second half.  On the first play of the 2nd half Favre would throw a 24-yard strike to Ed West, and then 7 plays later a TD to Sharpe to make it 14-0, and the rout was on.  On the Raiders’ first play of the second half, Tony Bennett smacked Jeff Hostetler for a sack that bounced Hostetler’s head off the frozen tundra, sending him to the locker room with a concussion.  That brought in Raiders’ 38 year old backup QB Reggie Evans.  Evans was greeted by 4 sacks in the second half and the constant onslaught of the talented Packers’ defense.  Reggie White, John Jurkovic, and Tony Bennett would all finish the game with 2.5 sacks apiece.  This game si most well known for what transpired in the 4th quarter.  Leroy Butler forced a fumble on a pass play that was recovered by Reggie White.  White rumbled 10 yards and was grabbed by a Raider.  White then pitched the ball back to Butler who ran the final 25 yards, but Butler didn’t stop in the end zone to do the normal end zone celebration.  He ran through the end zone and leaped into the stands, and the “Lambeau Leap” was born.
Game notes:  With a temperature of 1 degree at kickoff and the wind chill at 20 below, this would be the 2nd coldest game ever a Lambeau.  The Raiders would gain only 42 yards rushing in this game.  That enabled the Packers pass rush to tee off for 8 sacks, which was one shy of the club record and the most in a game since 1978.  Brett Favre was 14 of 28 for 190 yards and a TD with no interceptions.  This was Favre’s 28th game as a NFL starter.  Darrell Thompson and Edgar Bennett would combine to rush 36 times for 139 yards.
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
