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	12/18/94 Packers soar on Favre’s flight to a 21-17 victory.
The Packers had played games in Milwaukee for 62 straight years, at 4 different venues, until this game.  This game would be the last Green Bay Packer game ever played in Milwaukee.  The Packers left mainly for financial reasons, to play all of their home games starting in 1995 at Lambeau Field.  Milwaukee could not have asked for a better last game.  With 14 seconds remaining on 3rd down and 6 from the 9-yard line, with no timeouts remaining, trailing 14-17, and the season in the balance, Favre took the snap and rolled to his right.  After feeling some pressure Favre runs towards the sidelines, but not out of bounce.  Nope not Favre instead he tries to run around the defensive end and towards the goal line.  Favre barely gets past Atlanta’s defensive end and then with one full-speed-ahead dash to either destruction or glory, Favre saves the season with a diving exclamation point for a 21-17 victory over the Falcons in the Packers’ final game ever at County Stadium.  “It’s vintage Brett Favre,” kicker Chris Jacke would say.  “Dumb and brilliant at the same time.”  Jacke would go on to say, “I was yelling at him to get out of bounds, but I guess you just have to live and die with the kid.”  The Packers would jump out to a 14-3 lead in the game, only to allow Atlanta to come back and regain the lead.  Jacke would end up missing field-goal tries of 51 and 37 yards in that span, the receivers would dropped passes, and costly penalties would all take their toll on the offense.  The Packers game winning drive would start with 1:58 remaining, and involve 10 plays and 67 yards to Favre’s daring dash. 
Game notes:  Favre was 29 of 44 for 321 yards and 2 TDs, with one interception.  This would end up being Sterling Sharpe’s last game.  He left in the second quarter with a spinal cord injury that cost the Packers their premier receiver.
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
