This was a classic Monday Night match-up between 2 of the best teams of the mid 90’s that would go into OT.  Green Bay was considered the best team in the league, but San Franciso was also very good and came into the game with revenge on their minds from the beating Green Bay gave them in the 1995 Divisional Playoffs in San Franciso.  On the first play of the game Green Bay’s best receiver, Robert Brooks, would injure his knee blocking on a running play, and it would put him out for the season.  So Don Beebe then became the Packers 2nd receiver.  Beebe wouldn’t let the Packers down.  He would have one of the biggest receiving days in Green Bay’s franchise history and help lead the Packers to victory.  His most memorable catch of the game happened in the middle of the 3rd quarter,   with San Francisco leading 17-6 and the Packers offense having troubles moving against a very good 49ers defense. Brett Favre eluded pressure and scrambled left as Beebe adjusted his post route against cornerback Marquez Pope and went to the sideline.  Beebe then made a diving catch at the 49ers 30-yard line.  Beebe then got up and ran for a 59-yard TD after the officials ruled he wasn’t touched.   Pope looked as though he may have touched Beebe’s knee after he was down but the officials ruled there was no contact and the TD stood.  The Packers then completed a 2 point conversation to make the score 17-14 after 3 quarters and they were back in the game. A Chris Jacke 35-yard field goal tied the game with 3:35 left to play.  The Packers then got the ball back with 2:25 left in the game at their own 20.  On the 2nd play of the possession Favre tried to complete a slant to rookie Derrick Mayes, but Pope intercepted the pass and returned it 12 yards to the Green Bay 12.   After 3 plays only gained 2 yards, Jeff Wilkins would kick a 28-yard field goal to put the 49ers up 20-17 with 1:50 left.  The Packers would need a big play to get into field goal range on their next possession and the 49ers Steve Israel would give that to them.  Israel was flagged for 5 yards for illegal hands to the face.  The 49ers argued and an unidentified player was hit with a 15-yard penalty for unsportsmanlike conduct.   The Packers would then get into field goal range and Jacke would kick a game-tying 28-yard field goal with 8 seconds remaining.  The 49ers would win the toss in OT, but after Stokes dropped a 3rd-down pass, they would have to give the ball back to Green Bay.  Chris Jacke would then kick a 53-yard game-winning field goal with 11:19 left in OT, sending the 60,716 fans at Lambeau into jubilation.

Game notes:  Chris Jacke kicked 5 field goals on the night.  Jacke was having the worse season of his 8 year career up till this game.  He had missed 3 of his first 10 field goals on the season plus an extra point.  This was Green Bay’s 21st victory in its last 22 games at Lambeau.  Brett Favre completed 28 of his club-record 61 passes for 395 yards and a TD plus 2 interceptions.  Don Beebe caught 11 passes for 220 yards and one TD.  Jerry Rice caught 7 passes for 84 yards and 2 TDs in the game.  Elvis Grbac was 21 of 39 for 182 yards 2 TDs and 2 interceptions.
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
