In a central division battle that is getting more heated every game, especially between Warren Sapp and Brett Favre, the Packers once again prevailed over the Tampa Bay Buccaneers, 21-16.  In this game the stats belonged to Tampa Bay.  The Bucs emerged with 68 offensive plays to the Packers 52; with 372 yards of offense to the Packers 234; with 34 minutes and 21 seconds in time of possession to the Packers 25:39.  But it is the bottom line, the final score, which matters.  On this day that line belonged to Green Bay with all 21 points coming in the 2nd quarter.  Leading 7-3 the Packers found themselves in dire straights when Favre fumbled on a 3rd and inches QB sneak at their own 18-yard line and the Bucs Chidi Ahanotu recovered.  The Packers DE Gabe Wilkins promptly came to the rescue with a spectacular play.  Wilkins intercepted Bucs QB Trent Dilfer, on their first play after the fumble, and vaults over Dilfer to a 77-yard interception return for a TD to put the Packers up for good.
Game notes:  Brett Favre completed 21 of 31 passes for 191 yards and 2 TDs.  Trent Dilfer completed 16 of 29 attempts for 179 yards and the one costly interception.  Packers RB Dorsey Levens had 105 yards of total offense, 61 on 8 receptions and 44 on 13 rushes.  Middle Linebacker Bernardo Harris had 11 tackles to pace the Packer defense.
