The Packers pulled another rabbit out of their hat with a shocking 23-20 victory over the Vikings in front of 59,868 fans in Lambeau Field.  Not surprisingly, the story was once again Brett Favre.  Once again, he was able to execute a precise, effective drive moving the Packer offense from deep in their own territory, this time with under 2 minutes remaining, to the end zone in the nick of time to secure victory.  Corey Bradford would haul in the 23-yard pass from Favre, to give the Packers the win.  It didn’t look good for the green and gold as they relizquished a 16-13 lead when Randall Cunningham fournd Randy Moss in the middle of the Packer end zone with 1:56 left. 
Game notes:  Randy Moss would only have 3 catches for 13 yards receiving in the game.  He was held in check by 3rd round draft pick rookie cornerback Mike McKenzie, Tyron Williams, and first-round draft pick rookie Antuan Edwards.  Leroy Butler had 9 tackles in the game to lead the Packer defense.  Billy Lyon and Vaughn Booker both sacked Randall Cummingham once.
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
