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	10/10/99 Favre again leads Pack to last second comeback for 3rd time in 4 games, 26-23, over the Tampa Bay Buccaneers:

Once again, Brett Favre led the Packers to victory in the last minute of a game.  This time, the victim was the Tampa Bay Buccaneers, on Favre’s 30th birthday no less.  The night also marked the retirement of certain Hall of Famer Reggie White.  The event was celebrated with a ceremony at halftime.  On their final possession, the Packers assumed possession on their won 27-yard line with 1:40 showing on the clock trailing 23-19.  On the second play of the drive, Favre found Bill Schroeder for a 42-yard pass play down the sideline to the Tampa Bay 31-yard line.  Dorsey Levens ran for 10 yards to the 21-yard line.  Favre then hit Antonio Freeman for a 21-yard TD strike with one minute left in the game.  The Packers opening possession of the second half was one of the more frustrating in recent memory, as Dorsey Levens ran for an apparent 23-yard TD, but it was called back by a holding penalty.  Then, Favre hit Corey Bradford for a 19-yard catch, Bradford would fumble right by the goal line, the ball then would hit the pylon to give the Bucs a touchback and the ball on the Packer 20-yard line.  

Game notes:  Dorsey Levens ran for 99 yards in the game.  Once again Brian Williams paced the defense with 14 tackles and a sack.  Keith McKenzie had the only other sack of Trent Dilfer.  The Packers would force 4 turnovers in this game.  
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
