Game notes:  Favre passed for 399 yards and 4 TDs in the game on 22-of-30 attempts.  Favre’s 4 TD passes would move him past Fran Tarkenton into 2nd place on the career TD passes list.  He would have 345 after this game trailing only Dan Marino’s 420 career TDs.  This game was Favre’s 205th consecutive game played and 203rd consecutive start.
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
