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	11/29/04 Favre shines on his day in 45-17 win on MNF:
The governor proclaimed it “Brett Favre Day,” and the night belonged to Favre too.  Favre celebrated his 200th straight regular-season start with 3 TD passes and yet another record in the Green Bay Packers 45-17 rout of the St. Louis Rams.  Favre threw a TD pass to Bubba Franks in the 2nd quarter, he also threw a TD pass to Javon Walker and Donald Driver as the Packers got 2 defensive TDs and won their 6th straight game to keep pace with Minnesota atop the NFC North.  Joey Thomas forced a fumble on the Rams first possession, and Ahmad Carroll, a fellow rookie cornerback, picked it up and ran 40 yards for his 1st career TD.  Carroll also recorded his first career interception on a pass in the end zone in the 3rd quarter.  In the final minute, Darren Sharper stripped the ball from Isaac Bruce and Michael Hawthorne returned it 34 yards for the score.  St. Louis coach Mike Martz called for a fake field goal attempt in the 3rd quarter, the field goal would have brought the Rams to within one possession, but the fake didn’t work and Rams kicker Jeff Wilkins was stuffed for a 5 yard loss.
Game notes:  This game was Favre’s 200th straight regular season start, and it was also Favre’s 219th straight start including playoffs.  That is almost 100 games more that Ron Jaworski’s previous NFL QB mark of 123 games.   Favre took over for an injured Don Majkowski on Sept. 27th, 1992.  Since then, 11 of his backups have gone on to start for another team.  Last week, Eli Manning became the 178th QB to have started a game in the NFL since Favre last came off the bench.  The Rams have had 13 QBs in the span.  Favre topped 20 TD passes for the 11th straight season, breaking a tie with Dan Marino on his 7-yard pass to TD Bubba Franks in the 2nd quarter.  Ahman Green sat out the game with injured ribs.  Najeh Davenport gained 178 yards on 19 carries in his first NFL start even though he was nursing 2 sore hamstrings.  Davenport’s output was the 5th highest yardage total in franchise history.  Marc Bulger threw for 448 yards on 35-of-53 passes.  Isaac Bruce caught 9 passes for 170 yards and a TD, but fumbled twice.
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
